
The 4 Steps to Quantum Putting Fitting

Step 2 Fingertip to ground measurement for the Perfect Shaft

Step 3 Digital Photo or Height Measurement   
for the Perfect Lie Angle. 

The correct lie angle is your lifeline to having no surface drag on the putter head 
during the back and forward stroke. Get your partner or friend or family to snap 
a digital photo from the front perspective (You will be putting towards the 
camera so that I can see the lie angle of the shaft) following these 2 Steps.  
If you are unable to supply a digital photo please provide your height 
measurement and I will calculate your lie angle using your fingertip to floor 
measurement and height. 

Measure from the top of your middle 
finger to the first ring at the start of your 
wrist in inches or centimeters. This will 
determine the appropriate grip size for 
hand comfort and feel. At Quantum we 

use a round unified Tacki Mac tactile grip 
that makes it a good deal easier to set 
your hands correctly on the putter. By 

maintaining the round grip on the putter 
the same hand feel is duplicated just like 

the rest of the clubs in the golf bag. 
 

Measure the distance between your 
middle finger to the ground in inches or 
centimetres. Record both left and right 

sides. These measurements in 
conjunction with the lie angle selection 

will determine the appropriate shaft 
length. The correct shaft length will stop 
your putting stroke from wandering and 

encourage an efficient pendulum - 
stroke. 



  
 

       
 

  
 

Step1 - You may use a line on 
the carpet or a club across your 
toes to make sure your feet are 

square. 
Place the grip of your 7 iron 

behind the ball with the clubhead 
facing out.  

If you have the shaft vertical and 
set your eyes looking straight 

down the shaft it sets your head 
into the correct position. 

Step 2 - During the fitting move your 
hands up and down the shaft until 

you feel comfortable with your eyes 
directly over the ball in the correct 

position. The photo will display the lie 
angle that is best for you. Having the 
perfect lie angle and length of shaft 

will set your hands into the ideal 
position to encourage the pendulum – 

putting stroke. 
 



 

Step 4 Putter Head Selection. 
 

The Quantum Putter Head is available in the “Blade Size” (12 ounces) ideal for 
fast greens, “Middy Size” (15 ounces) ideal for fast to medium greens and 
the “Mallet Size” (18 ounces) ideal for medium to slow greens. Heads are 
interchangeable so you may like to order more than one head at time of 
purchase.
